he idea for Post 593 began in 1968 after the 11 fledgling 

members met at Otts Barbeque in Universal City and culmi-

nated in a temporary charter being granted on January 22, 

1969.  The first acting Commander was Earl Grover.  The 

first meeting was held at the Universal City Aero Realty office. 

 

In March, 1969, Mrs. Randolph, the widow of the late William M. 

Randolph, was asked if the post could be named in his mem-

ory.   Mrs. Randolph agreed. 

 

The first members of the American Legion Post #593 were always 

aware of the growth restrictions placed on them by the size of the first 

Post Home, their original meeting place. During the Executive Meet-

ing on April 7, 1971, the executive board agreed that a real-property 

committee be formed to search for a suitable location.  

 

In March, 1972, the executive board announced to the general mem-

bership meeting that the American Legion Post was on the move. Ne-

gotiations were under way to purchase a new Post Home in Converse, 

TX. The property was a 4-year-old brick structure with 2400 square 

foot on 1.43 acres of land. The land was located on Legion Drive in 

Converse. The structure was formerly the Church of God of Cleve-

land, Tennessee. With the move, there was plenty of room to grow 

and expand. The building chairman, Mr. Loren Elbel, supervised the 

structure's remodeling. The legion post was occupied in July 1972. 

 

Several renovations have occurred throughout the years.  Our lounge/

dining area was completed in October 1999.  We are now at over 800 

members strong.   

 

We still do the barbecues and participate in parades as in years 

past.  Today, we are engaged in many veteran activities including 

visits to the Audie L. Murphy VA Hospital, Soldiers Family Assis-

tance Center (SFAC), Lonesome Dove, Nursing Home Visitation, 

Legacy Scholarship Program, Fisher House, Operation Wounded 

Warrior and Patriot Guard Missions.  And we participate in the local 

community by sending high school students to Boys and Girls State, 

sponsoring Oratorical Contests, Junior ROTC, Boy Scouts, Flag Pro-

gram, Food Baskets for the Needy, Scholarships, Adopt-a-Highway 

program, Clothing Donations,  recycling program, and providing 

parks and recreation assistance and meeting space for the local com-

munity.  Among other services, the American Legion Riders of Post 

593 are actively involved in raising funds for the American Legion 

Legacy Fund, a program designed to provide scholarships for the chil-

dren of veterans who are killed in action. Last year, our Legion gave 

the largest single donation  of any post in the nation.

A native of Austin, Texas, Captain 

William Millican Randolph attended 

Texas A&M before entering the 

Army in 1916. Following pilot train-

ing at Kelly Field, he received his 

wings in 1919.  He earned a remark-

able record and contributed immeas-

urably to the progress of aviation 

during his 9-year flying career .  In 

1928 he was selected to a committee 

to recommend a suitable name for the 

new flying training field the Air 

Corps planned to build just east of 

San Antonio.  On 17 February 1928, 

Captain Randolph was killed when 

his AT-4 crashed on takeoff from 

Gorman Field, Texas.  Seven months 

later the War Department agreed to 

name the field after Randolph.   

 

Randolph Field was dedicated June 

20, 1930, with an estimated 15,000 

people in attendance and a fly-by of 

233 planes, possibly the largest as-

sembly of military aircraft in the 

world. 

 

Captain Randolph is buried at Fort 

Sam Houston National Cemetery.
